
Gleneagles Golf Club - Rules for Golf Outings 
 
1. The outing contract must be signed and returned with the $10.00 per player deposit before 

the requested date is reserved. The full amount will be applied towards the invoice. 

 

2. The deposit is non-refundable. 

 

 

3. Starting times are for foursomes. The times for the golf outing must correspond with the times 

regularly used at Gleneagles. No Fivesomes. Please do not bring more players than 

originally booked. There will likely be no space for them. 

 

4. Senior , Junior or any other discount rates are not applicable in a golf outing. 

 

5. Groups should plan to arrive at the course a minimum of 30 minutes prior to tee off. 

 

6. All beverages must be purchased through Gleneagles. Consuming off-premise alcohol at 

Gleneagles is a violation of State Liquor Laws, and is grounds for immediate removal from 

the premises. 

 

7. Rain, cold or unfavorable conditions are not grounds for cancellation. If the golf course is 

open, and there are no hazardous weather conditions in the area, you will be expected to 

play. However, if the Course Superintendent has closed the course, a refund (in accordance 

with the golf course rain check policy) or alternative date can be arranged. 

 

8. Cancellation Policy: Cancellation of a golf outing must be done at least 14 days in advance. 

If the space is allotted for the outing to be re-booked, and the cancellation notice was given 

at least 14 days in advance, re fund of the deposit will be issued. 

 

9. Riding carts are mandatory in all outings of 60 or more. 

 

10. On the day of the event, final and full payment is due and payable to the golf course cashier. 

 

11. Guaranteed payment for 120 players is required for all shotgun starts. 

 

12. Shoes with non-metal spikes are mandatory. 

 

13. Gleneagles is located in a residential are. Please be respectful of our homeowners and use 

the restrooms provided on holes 5 and 15 as well as the clubhouse. Also be advised that the 

golfer must take responsibility for any damage caused by his/her club or ball.
